i) Must not be older than 30 years for a master's and 35 years for a PhD at the time of
application

masters’) and master GPA of 4.0 or higher for the PhD

iv)  Be ready to start studies immediately after award of the scholarship

V) Be ready to undertake a research topic in one of the areas indicated in this call

vi)  Be ready to work under the supervision of senior project team
